Chambolle-Musigny is one of the smaller appellations of the Cote de Nuits, and apart from a
1.6 hectare plot of Chardonnay in Musigny, exclusively produces red wines. In addition to the
Grand Crus of Bonnes-Mares and Musigny, there are 24 Premier Cru vineyards. The name "Les
Chatelots" refers here to the Latin word castellum meaning water tower and refers to the water
retaining properties of this site's soils when the Groéne floods. The limestone soil is renowned
for producing wines that are delicately scented and well-balanced.
