Produced from the iconic grape variety of Burgundy, this 100% Pinot Noir comes from

vineyards located on the Côte-d'Or, mainly on the piedmont, on the edge of the AOC Village.

The regional appellation "Bourgogne Côte d'Or", created in 2017, aims to differentiate grapes

from the specific terroirs of the Côte de Beaune and the Côte de Nuits. A more rigorous

specification than the "Burgundy" appellation which guarantees a very high level of quality.
